Manitoba Driving Society Inc. has for many years conducted a competitive carriage driving competition in conjunction with the annual Kelwood Fair in the form of a cones / obstacle derby.  This competition is part of the regiment of competitions within MDS’s annual competition schedule and MDS members competed to gain points for annual awards. MDS members have competed in the Kelwood Fair’s classes as well. For many years, MDS has allowed non-members to take part in the cones/obstacle derby if they wished, but not as part of the MDS Competition Awards Program.

Starting in 2024, the name of the MDS Competition at Kelwood Fair was re-named the 
Duane Stewart memorial Cones Obstacle Derby Challenge, “Duane’s Derby” for short, and sponsorship of this event was taken on by members of Duane’s family to carry on Duane’s legacy in carriage driving in Kelwood and his involvement in the Kelwood Fair and MDS.
The cost for non-members (of MDS) to participate in Duane’s Derby is $35 for two go-rounds (payable to MDS) to declare a derby winner in VSE, Pony and Horse singles competition to receive prizes as determined by the Stewart Family.
